We are looking forward to working with these individuals.  They have already begun to prepare their course of studies, showing the kind of enthusiasm that is sure to motivate our students.  In fact, you will have the opportunity to meet these new teachers here at the high school on Monday, Aug 16, at 6:00 PM.  Please join us in welcoming them to our school.

 Also, if you are interested in knowing exactly what your child will be studying in his/her classes this year, you can visit our website and click on the “Student News” section under the “Curriculum” link.  The instructors have posted a syllabus of each class they will be teaching.
We will continue with the open lunch policy this year.  However, in order to enjoy this privilege, your child MUST have a note from you permitting him/her to leave the premises for lunch, and to get “breakfast” before school begins. 

NOTE:  Freshmen will not be allowed to leave the building for lunch for the first month so that they can adjust to the high school routine.  Make sure they bring lunch with them.  Yes, we have a microwave.
In addition to the list of supplies that you will find on the website for each class, we would also ask that you send in two boxes of tissues with each student as well as two packs of plastic eating utensils and a package of paper plates for lunch. 
In regard to the different activities throughout the year, remember that Freshmen parents are in charge of providing refreshments at Graduation, and in heading up the Thanksgiving dinner for the student body.  Mr. Connor will oversee both of these activities.  Sophomore parents are in charge of the Homecoming, with Mrs. Spitler acting as the advisor.  Mrs. Ullom will work with the Junior parents on the Spring Formal (Prom), and I will oversee the Senior trip.  Be sure to check with the teacher in charge of overseeing these activities before you finalize any plans concerning activities and fundraisers associated with your children’s class event.
To help this year go smoothly, we would like to remind you of some of our policies and ask that you reinforce the importance of obeying them:
· Homeroom begins promptly at 8:15 AM.  Therefore students need to be IN the building by 8:10.  If they are tardy to school, they MUST have a written note, or it will be considered Unexcused.
· Students must also turn in a written excuse for all absences.

· Cell phones MUST be turned in to the HR teacher in the morning.  

· Absolutely NO PIERCINGS other than the ear (girls only)—this includes the clear retainers.  

· Any tattoos MUST be covered at all times.

· Any student who comes to school inappropriately dressed will be sent home to change his/her clothes.  You may further consult the student handbook considering Board policy on these matters.
