ADMISSIONS

Philosophy

It is the purpose of EL Christian Studies to serve Bible-believing families by providing a Christ-centered education for their children.  The children are best educated when the home, church, and school are working from the same foundational truths.  Ecclesiastes 4:12, “A triple-braided cord is not easily broken.”  It is the aim of our admissions policy to help us reach this goal.

Though enrollment is not limited to born-again parents, the committee regulates the applicants so that the large majority of the students come from such homes.  Students in grades 7-12 must have a testimony of having received Christ as Savior or express a desire for such a relationship.  We have a deep concern that each child has an opportunity to receive a Christ-centered education; however, at our current state of development, we are unable to meet the needs of students with the following problems:

1. Shows extremely low academic performance as indicated by

standardized testing and/or physiological referral.

2. Has emotional, attitude, and/or discipline problems.

3. Has a physical handicap which would impair the learning process.

4.    Comes from a home that would oppose the type of instruction

        that would take place.

Procedure

1. General: 

A. To begin the registration process the following paperwork needs to be submitted:

· Application

· $20 non-refundable application fee

· Grades 5-12 questionnaire

· Pastor and friend reference forms

· Reference waiver

· Latest report card

· Birth certificate

· Shot records

· Custody papers (if applicable)

B. An interview will be held by the Headmaster with the parents, preferably both, and the applicant(s).
C. Families are encouraged to enroll all their school age children.

D. The applicant and parents must be in agreement with the Christian education philosophy and the policies of EL Christian Studies as stated in the handbook.
2. Age:

An applicant for morning preschool class must be four years old and toilet-trained by the first day of school.  An applicant for the afternoon preschool class must be three years old before August 20th and toilet-trained to be enrolled.  An applicant for kindergarten must be five years old before September 30th or six years old before September 30th to be enrolled in first grade.  Only those considered ready for the grade after entrance testing and observation during the interview will be enrolled.

3. Academic:

A. Entrance tests are required of all applicants in grades K-8; entrance tests may be required of applicants in grades 9-12 if deemed necessary by the Headmaster.

B. The grade placement is determined by the school through testing and evaluation of previous school records.

4. Health:  

A. Prior to entrance into preschool, a doctor’s examination is necessary within the twelve months prior to enrollment, along with a vaccination certificate and a statement concerning the child’s physical fitness for school. All other students must present a vaccination certificate.

5. Acceptance:

A.  All other things being equal, acceptance is granted according to the received

 date of all the application paperwork.

B.  All students are accepted on a nine-week trial basis.

C. Acceptance in any grade does not mean automatic acceptance into the school for the following year.

D. The applicant is to be notified in writing as to acceptance or rejection.

E. Parents must enter into a written contract with the Board of Education and all registration paperwork must be submitted prior to the first day of school. *

F. A non-refundable registration fee must be paid before enrollment is complete.  March registration is $50.  April and May registration is $75.  June and later registrations are $100.  Registration paperwork must accompany payment of registration fees.
G. The EL Christian Studies admits students of all races, color, national origin, ethnic origin, and gender to all rights and privileges, programs, and activities generally accorded or made available to the students of the school.  Romans 2:11,  “For there is no respect of persons with God.”
RE-ADMISSIONS POLICY

The purpose of the re-admission procedure is to provide our parents and students with an opportunity to consider the following:  their motives for being at EL Christian Studies, their re-commitment to the school philosophy and program, and their restatement to be willing to cooperate with school personnel.

In order to seek re-admission for the next school year the following items must be read and/or signed:  (In addition, the registration fee must be paid.  In the event that past due tuition from the prior year is not paid in full by the opening of the upcoming year, an early registration payment will not guarantee admission for that school year.)

· Tuition Agreement 

· Christian Conciliation Statement  (including Matthew 18 principle)

· Emergency Medical Authorization 

· Weapons Policy

· Internet Use Policy

· Videotaping/Photo Consent Form

· Authorization - Beaver Valley Power Station

· Potassium Iodine Consent Form

Note:  This re-admissions process will be finalized by the end of the current school year when faculty and administration recommendations are approved by the Board.

PARENTAL RESPONSIBILITY

Parental involvement is a vital link to the success of EL Christian Studies.  There are many opportunities for parents to be involved.  All parents are expected to be involved with our school.  Therefore, the following are requirements:

1. Agree to fulfill all financial obligations on time.

2. Agree with the policies and practices of EL Christian Studies and agree to fully support the school and staff in the implementation of such.

3. During any conflict concerning a staff member, the person(s) involved will first go to the staff member, then the Administrator and finally, if needed the School Board.  (Matthew 18 principle)

4. Agree to consistently pray for the EL Christian Studies family (i.e. students, staff, administration, school board, etc.)

5. Agree not to file or bring litigation against EL Christian Studies for any present or future claim that you may have involving or affecting the school.  Instead, because the Bible commands Christians to settle their disputes privately or within the church, we promise to resolve any disputes involving or affecting the school, its employees or its volunteers privately or through the mediation of the school board.

GRIEVANCE PROCEDURE

Parents who choose to enroll their children at EL Christian Studies do so with the understanding that they are in support of the school’s policies and staff.  Anytime parents have a concern about school policy or procedure, the following guidelines should be followed in accordance with Matthew Chapter 18:

1.  Pray

2.  Parents are to go directly to the staff person involved to discuss concern.  

3.  If an agreement or solution is not reached, the parents, the staff person and the administrator will meet 

     to attempt to reach a resolution.

4.  If an agreement or solution is not reached, the parents, the staff person and the administrator will go to a

closed session of the next  Board meeting to attempt to reach a resolution.

5.  If no solution is achieved after these steps are taken, the parent may withdraw the student from the school.

Considering that discord and disunity have the potential to destroy the school, in Christian maturity and deference, concerns will be kept confidential by all parties involved.  Any persons found to be perpetuating discord among school families, students, and/or staff will be withdrawn from the school.

*All additional children from the same family are free.

* Pastors may request an application for a 40% tuition credit.  Call the school office for details.  If there is a financial hardship there are scholarship applications available in the office.

K – 12 Scholarship Program

1. All students are eligible to receive a scholarship that will be credited to their tuition obligation for up to $1,300 for elementary tuition, and up to $1,700 for high school tuition. 

2. The scholarship will be granted for participation in the school service program. 
3. Each family must apply for the scholarship during the annual application process or prior to the start of the school year. Upon approval of the scholarship application the family will be committed to a specific number of service credit points. 

4. If the family does not meet their service obligation the outstanding service points will be converted to dollars and billed to the family at the end of the annual billing cycle. Each service point equals $65. 

5. Families receiving a pastor discounts are also eligible to participate in the scholarship program 

School Service Program

Family involvement in the education of their children has proven to provide large dividends toward the student’s spiritual and academic success. It is also recognized that every family makes a financial sacrifice to send their child to the American Spirit Academy. Therefore scholarships will be provided to every family that wishes to participate in the service program.

1. Service credit points are earned through performing a specific function that engages a family with their children, adds value to the operation of the school, and/or contributes to reducing operating costs.

A. 22 maximum points = $1,300 for a (K- 8) scholarship

B. 29 maximum points = $1,700 for a high school scholarship

2. A maximum of 87 service credit points is set for families that have more than one child attending the school.

3. Earned service credit points beyond the scholarship limits cannot be transferred, carried over from year to year, or used to further reduce the tuition rates Tuition rates cannot go below $3,200 for the first child in K-4 and $2,700 for the second and third child.  Tuition rates cannot go below $3,300 for the first child in grades 5-12 and $2,820 for the second and third child. 

4. At the beginning of the school year each family will be given a list of activities and point values to register for. This list is not exhaustive, and additional activities may be agreed upon between the school and the family, and approved by the Superintendent.  NOTE: Only pre-approved activities can be counted toward service point totals.

5. “Forgiveness” of this obligation may be necessary in cases of extreme hardship, extenuating circumstances, or ASA’s failure to provide enough service opportunities. In those cases the family should appeal to the Board of Education.

PRE-SCHOOL

The EL Christian Studies offers a pre-school for three, four, and five year olds.  The morning session is for four and five year olds which is in session a half day, five days a week. Four year olds must have birth dates on or before the first day of school.   The afternoon class is for three, four and five year olds. The morning session is from 8:20 – 10:50.  The afternoon session is 11:45-2:15.  Tuition is $850 for the year.  Discounts for additional children do not apply.   

Tuition Payment Options

1. Service Scholarships will be granted prior to the due date of the first payment. If the family does not meet their service obligation by the end of the annual billing cycle, the outstanding service points will be converted to dollars and billed to the family. Each service point equals $65. 

2. Tuition is to be paid in full in advance at the beginning of the year, the beginning of each semester, or nine, ten, or eleven equal monthly payments ending on May 20, 2010.  

3. Families paying in full or by semester will make payments directly to the school.  All other families will pay their tuition through an automatic bank withdrawal program, MASTERCARD, or DISCOVER CARD through FACTS Tuition Management.  There is a $38 fee for this service.  Tuition contracts will be signed.  All tuition must be paid in full by May 20, 2010.

4. Parents are responsible for monthly tuition payments whether or not your child is in attendance during a particular month.  Tuition to ELCS will not be refunded.

5. A late fee of $25 will be assessed to accounts missing the FACTS withdraw date.  There is a 10-day period required by FACTS to make any changes to accounts.  There will be a $25 fee for checks returned NSF (non-sufficient funds).  All late fees and NSF fees are deducted from an account before tuition payments are deducted.  No postdated checks will be accepted.  

It is expected that those who enroll their children in EL Christian Studies will be faithful in meeting the payments.  Those who become delinquent (more than 30 days behind) will be placed on a payment program or asked to withdraw.  Refusal to pay tuition will result in dismissal of the student from the school.  Families should not request school records be forwarded until all tuition and other fees are paid in cash, money order, or certified funds.  Report cards will be withheld during a given grading period if tuition payments, book fees, and late fees are not current.

MISCELLANEOUS FINANCIAL OBLIGATIONS

In addition to tuition, all school-related financial obligations must be met before final report cards will be issued at the end of the school year.  If the student is a senior, financial obligations must be settled in full to participate in commencement exercises.  Should this payment be received within ten days of graduation it must be paid with a money order or certified funds.  A student’s diploma will be withheld until all financial obligations are paid in full.  

School Supplies

Parents are responsible for defraying the cost of materials which will be consumed during the school year, such as crayons, workbooks, paper, pencils, etc.  See the school website in June for a class listing of supplies.

Aftercare Program

Aftercare is provided for elementary students from 2:20-3:30 as they are waiting for their middle school or high school siblings to be dismissed.  The cost is $1.00 per day per student. An additional $1.00 will be charged if the student is picked up after 3:30.
ATTENDANCE

Ohio school law requires punctual and regular attendance at school.  This is of prime importance in the school life of the pupil.  In grades K-4 three days of unexcused tardiness during a nine weeks grading period will require that the student miss one recess and one additional recess for every tardy thereafter.  Any elementary student arriving after 9:50 will be considered one-half day absent.  Any elementary student leaving before 12:50 will also be considered one-half day absent.  
In grades 5-12 every unexcused tardy in a class during a nine weeks grading period will result in a demerit.  Any middle school/high school student arriving after 10:10 will be considered one-half day absent.  Pupils who are tardy will not be permitted to class without a permission slip from the school office.  

Students that are absent more than 10 days per semester may be asked to meet with the Headmaster. Students missing 15 days per semester must meet with the Headmaster.  At that time the Headmaster may deny credit for the semester and/or require a doctor’s excuse for additional absences.

Hours for Kindergarten – 4th grade classes are from 8:15 A.M. – 2:20 P.M.  Grades 5 – 12 are from 8:15 A.M. – 3:05 P.M.  The students arriving before 7:40 must report to the office before going to the cafeteria. Students arriving between 7:45 and 8:05 should report to the cafeteria. Any elementary students staying after their dismissal time must report to the aftercare program.
Students are required to attend school each day and will be excused only for the following reasons:

1.  Personal illness.

2.  Illness in the family.

3.  Death of a relative.

4.  Emergency or set of circumstances judged as sufficient by school authorities.

5.  If parents wish to remove their children from the school for the purpose of vacation they may do so provided: 

· The student is passing all subjects.

· Work assignments shall be taken with the student and completed during the time away from school.

· Assignments shall be turned in (K – 4 = 6th day) (5-12 = 2nd day) after returning or zeros will be given on each paper due.

· Permission request is given to both the teacher and administrator of the school.

· A request, in writing, is required at least two days prior for every one day of absence.

The following are considered unexcused absences:

· Shopping trip

· Oversleeping

· Missing the bus

· Working part-time jobs

· No written excuse or phone contact with parent.

Note:  Students may not be excused as spectators for school events.  However, families involved in these events may make special arrangements for dismissal of their children through the office.

Appointments with the doctor, dentist, etc., should not ordinarily be made during school time.  If this is necessary, however, the student must bring a note, written by a parent or guardian, to the school office

prior to 8:30 A.M. stating the reason for the required early dismissal.

Absences

The parents are to notify the school between 9:00 A.M and 10:00 A.M. if the student is going to be absent.  If the school is not notified by 10:00 A.M. an attempt will be made to contact the parent/guardian to determine the cause of the absence.  The parent/guardian is to provide the school with one or more phone numbers for this purpose.  

In the case of absence, the parent must write a note to the teacher or call the school office personnel explaining the reason for the absence.  Any absence for which a written parent note or phone call is not received within 24 hours will be considered unexcused.  Excessive, unexcused absences may result in dismissal.

Consequences for Unexcused Absences 

In grades 5-12 the student will receive (1) detention for each day missed.

In grades K-4 the student and his/her parent(s) may meet with the Headmaster for each unexcused absence.  Repeat offenses would merit a meeting with the Headmaster.

DISCIPLINE POLICIES

The goal of all discipline should be aimed at developing Christ-likeness -“putting off” negative character qualities and “putting on” positive ones.   Ephesians 4:22-24

The quality of education attained by the school and the level of discipline maintained in the school have a marked correlation.  Therefore, both enrolled students and their parents, must abide by and cooperate fully with the rules and regulations established by the school.

If at any time the student lacks cooperation, or the attitude and behavior becomes out of line with the harmony of the school standards according to the Headmaster, the student may be asked to withdraw. Attendance at the American Spirit Academy is a privilege. Students forfeit this privilege when standards are not adhered to and the ideals of the school are violated.

Philosophy

A philosophy of discipline for EL Christian Studies must be based on scriptural truths.  The characteristics of our discipline should be modeled after God’s example to us.

1. God corrects us out of love that is unconditional.  He does not love us any more when we do    good. He does not love us any less when we do bad.  (Proverbs 3:12, Hebrews 12:6)

2.  God corrects us because He delights in us (Proverbs 3:12).  As Christ did with his disciples, we 
must visualize what our children could become.  We must resist making negative predictions based 
solely on present behavior.

3.God corrects us to produce holiness, and not in order to make us “better than” someone else, but 
to conform us to His image. (Romans 8:29, Hebrews 12:20).

4. God corrects us to produce fruit in our lives.


a) The fruit of repentance (II Corinthians 7:9-11)


b)  The peaceable fruit of righteousness (Hebrews 12:11, Galatians 5:22-23)

5. God forgives and forgets (Hebrews 8:12, Titus 2:14).

Behavioral Guidelines

Believing that discipline is necessary for the welfare of the student as well as the entire school, the administrator has the liberty of making and enforcing classroom, playground, etc. regulations in the manner which is in accordance with Christian principles and discipline as set forth in the Bible. Proverbs 3:11-12, 13:24, 29:15-17.

A student’s main goal in this school is to get a Christian education.  It is the responsibility of the school to provide that education and prevent anyone from interfering with the achievement of that goal. 

Regulations for Students

General Guidelines for Developing Christ-likeness - “Putting on” positive, Biblical character qualities.

1. Honor Jesus Christ in attitude, word, and action.

2. Respect all those in a position of authority.

3. Respect the rights and properties of others

4. Strive to maintain an atmosphere of love for others.

The following disciplinary code shall apply to all students from grade 5 through 12.

Demerits (all demerits must be signed by the student, parent, and returned)

1. A total of (4) demerits per nine weeks of any combination will result in 1 day of after school detention.

2. A total of (6) demerits per nine weeks of any combination will result in Saturday detention (90 minutes).

3. A total of (8) demerits per nine weeks of any combination will result in one day of out-of –school suspension and a parent conference.
4. A total of (12) demerits per nine weeks of any combination will result in three days of out-of-school suspension and a parent conference.

5. More than (12) demerits will result in (5) days of out-of-school suspension and possible removal from the school.

Detention

Infraction of school rules may result in detention. Detention is to be served within one week from the date it was issued. Failure to serve the detention will result in more serious disciplinary measures. No morning detentions will be permitted.
Suspension

The Headmaster may place a student on an out of school suspension for up to ten days.  The parent or guardian shall be notified of the intent to suspend within 24 hours of the action. Grades missed due to the suspension will be recorded as a zero. Parents have the right to appeal the action to the school board. Re-admission of a suspended student must be preceded by a parent conference and a recommitment on the part of the student to the principles of the school.  A letter explaining the suspension and making suggestions for parental action may precede and/or follow the conference.  Copies of the letter are sent to the chairman of the Board and the parents of the student.  A copy is placed in the student’s cumulative record file.

Expulsion

A student may be expelled from EL Christian Studies provided that he or she is afforded reasonable, fair, and appropriate procedures and the nature of their offense is considered to be sufficiently drastic by a majority of the members of the Board of Education to warrant such action.

A student who has been expelled may be considered for re-admission at the beginning of the new school year.  This decision is to be made by the Board of Education.

Repeat Misbehavior Recommendations

Elementary
If students in the elementary grades frequently misbehave parents may be asked to spend the entire day at the school with their child.  Repeated misbehavior may lead to suspension or dismissal from the school. 
Middle School

Repeated misbehavior may lead to suspension or dismissal from the school. 
High School

Repeated misbehavior may lead to suspension or dismissal from the school.
Specific Guidelines

Some rules exist because they are Biblical mandates.  Other rules exist to help us live together in harmony.  The first group is ELCS convictions based on Scripture.  The second group is the rules of preference.  Both are to be followed by ELCS students.

1.    Students will not be permitted to do the following:

· interfere with another student’s education.

· exhibit willfully defiant behavior such as sassing and disrespect of authority.

· use cell phones, beepers, CD players/CD’s during the course of the school day.

· bring pets except when permission has been granted by a teacher.

· chew gum while at school.

· use the Lord’s name in vain.

· use swearing, obscene language, or obscene gestures.

· cheat, steal, or fight.

· use, distribute and/or possess tobacco, alcohol, or any controlled substance.

· use, possess and/or distribute illegal drugs.

· engage in any form of gambling.

· display affection in school or at school-sponsored functions.

· leave supervised areas during class sessions.

· sell items at school without permission from the administration.

· participate in sexual harassment.

· damage property.  Students responsible for damage must pay for the damage or repair the damage.

2.   a. Students at EL Christian Studies are expected to maintain the highest degree of integrity 

          in their  male-female relationships.

      b. Students known to be married, cohabiting, parents, or expectant parents will not be permitted to

          attend EL Christian Studies.

3. Bringing and/or handling guns, knives, or any item that could be used as a weapon will result in a 1-year   

    expulsion from school.  At registration a detailed policy will be given to each student that must be 

    read and signed by the parent(s).

The following infractions will result in a one-day in school suspension:

1.  Taking the Lord’s name in vain, swearing, obscene language or gestures.

2.  Cheating, fighting, and stealing.

3.  Using, distributing or possessing tobacco, alcohol, or any controlled substance.

4.  Participating in sexual harassment.

The following infractions will result in immediate dismissal:

1.  Using, possessing, or distributing illegal drugs.

2.  Students known to be married, cohabiting, parents or expectant parents.

3.  Weapons violation. 

General Discipline Procedures

In order for a discipline system to be successful it must be fair, firm and just.  All school personnel will attempt with God’s help to accomplish this goal.  The cooperation of the family is also a must.  Teachers will handle disciplinary offenses through a variety of methods.  These include talking to the student, written assignments, contacting parents, demerits, detention, service projects, Biblical studies, restitution, or other suitable method they deem appropriate to the situation.  Copies of the discipline policy and detention procedure will be given to each family.  School personnel will counsel, warn, and pray with each student as needed.

Specific Discipline Procedures

In the event that these ordinary measures are unsuccessful more drastic measures will be utilized.  There are times when a student must be dealt with strongly.  This will give all concerned an opportunity to reflect deeply upon their motives for being involved with EL Christian Studies.  If certain problems of discipline cannot be resolved the student will be suspended, placed on probation, or dismissed from the school.   Some reasons for such drastic actions include the following:  

· Continued deliberate disobedience

· A rebellious spirit which is unchanged after much effort by personnel of the school

· A continued negative attitude and a bad influence on the other students 

· Moral misconduct

· Repeat violations of After School Conduct Policy

· Refusal on the part of the parent to comply with the state requirements for immunizations of school children

· Excessive absences or tardiness
AFTER SCHOOL CONDUCT POLICY

The school considers that the Bible is clear in making parents responsible for the proper education of their children.  Children should be educated at home, at church, and at school with the consciousness that all truth is God’s truth.  Thus, proper working together of these three units will lead to the fulfillment of the necessity for each person to have a personal relationship to Christ as Savior.  EL Christian Studies in this way seeks to aid the parent in fulfilling his/her responsibility to God “to train up a child in the way he should go”.

Students are expected to conduct themselves in a Christ-like manner at all times.  In the event that a student’s actions do not exemplify Christ, the following policy will be implemented:  Galatians 6: 1-2 states, “Brothers, if someone is caught in a sin, you who are spiritual should restore him gently.  But watch yourself, or you also may be tempted.  Carry each other’s burdens, and in this way you will fulfill the law of Christ.”  

Steps for restoring gently come from Matthew 18: 15-17 which states, “If your brother sins against you, go and show him his fault, just between the two of you.  If he listens to you, you have won your brother over.  But if he will not listen, take one or two others along, so that every matter may be established by the testimony of two or three witnesses.  If he refuses to listen to them, tell it to the church; and if he refuses to listen even to the church, treat him as you would a pagan or a tax collector.”

These steps of restoration include:

1. Talk in private (Headmaster to student; Headmaster to student and parent, if necessary) to develop a means to bring about restoration.

2. Take one or two others along. If the matter has not been resolved at the first step, then the Board becomes involved.

3. Expulsion occurs.
SCHOOL BUS REGULATIONS

Students are assigned to ride a certain bus to and from school.  The following rules will be observed:  

1. Students will be seated immediately upon entering the bus and will remain seated.

2. Students will immediately obey all driver commands without hesitation or back talk.

3. Students will not be unnecessarily loud or use profane or indecent language.

4. Students are to be waiting at the assigned bus stop as the bus approaches.

5. Students are not to eat food on the bus.

6. Windows may be adjusted with the permission of the bus driver.  Students are not permit to put     

their heads or arms out of the bus windows.

7. Students are not to throw objects from the bus.  

8. Students are expected to conduct themselves in a Christ like manner at all times.
Violations of above rules will result in loss of bus privileges.

GRADING SYSTEM

Philosophy  

Two of our primary goals at EL Christian Studies are to meet the academic needs of students and to help all students realize their God-given potential.  In order to determine the progress students make toward obtaining these goals we have an evaluation process.  This evaluation process must: 

1. Be as accurate as possible.  (Proverbs 11:1)

2. Encourage self-worth (really God-worth).  (Psalm 139)

3. Encourage a student to reach for his/her best without causing discouragement.  (Philippians 3:12-14)

4. Help foster competition not against others, but against oneself.  (Galatians 6:4)

5. Encourage the students to be good stewards of what God has entrusted to them.  (Matthew 25:14-30)

6. Help students set goals for themselves so they can fully utilize their resources.  (II Cor. 5:9-10)

This evaluation will reflect a student’s work and not their worth as a person.

Regular report cards are made to parents concerning student progress.  Each student is different and his evaluation should be interpreted as such.  Parents are urged to study the child’s progress report and report card with care, sign and return it to school as soon as possible.  When questions are raised, please arrange to speak with a teacher.

Students that do not acquire a passing percentage for a year or semester class must take the class during summer school at their expense.

Student Activities Guidelines Grades 4 - 6

Students with an “F” on their report card may not participate in student activities until they improve their course grade to passing.  After a two-week period beginning with report card day a student may participate if their grades are passing.

Grade Point Average Grades 7 - 12

Calculating G.P.A. on a 4.0 scale is the method used to determine one’s scholastic standing.  At EL Christian Studies it will be used to determine the privilege of participating in extra-curricular activities such as school clubs, and performance groups.  In addition, the G.P.A. will be used as a standard for academic probation.  The G.P.A. limits are as follows:

Academic Probation: Students who fall below a 1.5 G.P.A. are automatically placed on academic probation.

Step 1: A letter will be sent to the parent or guardian to inform them of their child’s G.P.A.   Along with this letter the parents will be sent guidelines from each teacher in whose class the student is presently failing explaining the teacher’s expectations for the student in that class.

Step 2: If the G.P.A. is still in danger after the 2nd nine weeks probation, the parents, student and principal will meet with the Education Committee.  A recommendation to have testing may be requested.

Exclusions:  Students who fail required courses for graduation must repeat those courses until they pass them.  

Activities 
If a student receives a grade point average below 2.0, he/she will not be allowed to participate in any extra-curricular activities including athletics, pep band, student council, drama and praise teams, NHS, etc. for three weeks.  However, during periods of academic probation, a student may practice with his/her team.  He/she will be on academic probation, which will begin on report card day and/or progress report card day and continue to the next progress report day or report card day.  

Graduation 
Students successfully completing the board approved high school course of study in four years and passing all required state-mandated testing will be granted a diploma.

Rank in Class

The grades earned during the freshman-senior years are used in computing rank in class.  Rank is computed at the end of each high school year and again at the end of each semester of the senior year.  The Valedictorian and Salutatorian must have a G.P.A. of at least 3.5

Honor Roll Grades 4 - 6
At the end of a grading period, a student who has all “A’s” and “B’s” will be on the Honor Roll, and those receiving “A’s”, “B’s”, and only one “C” will receive Honorable Mention.  Students must be working at a reasonable grade level and receive no marks of “U”.   

Honor Roll Grades 7 - 12
Honor Roll will be compiled at the end of each grading period.  Students with a G.P.A. of 3.00 – 3.49 with no marks below “B” will be placed on the “Honor Roll”.

“Headmaster List” Grades 4-12

Students receiving all A’s will be named to the Headmaster List.

“Special Mention” Grades 4 – 12

Students whose grades improve in the equivalent of two subjects will be named on the Principal’s List.  Students receiving “A’s”, “B’s”, and only one “C” who are working below grade level also merit the Principal’s List.  

Membership Selection Procedure for National Honor Society

To be eligible for membership candidates must be sophomores, juniors, or seniors and must have been in attendance at EL Christian Studies the equivalent of at least one semester.  Candidates must have a cumulative scholastic average of at least 3.2.  They shall then be evaluated on the basis of service, leadership, and character.  Selection shall be by a Faculty Council.  Eligible candidates will be considered once each semester.

Homework

No homework shall be assigned on Wednesday to be due on Thursday so that students and their parents may be free to attend mid-week prayer services. Any materials or information that will be included on a Thursday quiz/test must be covered by the end of class on Tuesday
 

Semester Exams

Semester exams are given at the end of each semester in grades 9-12.  These exams constitute 1/7 of the semester averages.  Any senior who maintains at least a 90% course average and has missed 6 days or less during the final semester of the senior year will be exempt from taking the final semester exam for that course.

DRESS CODE

Philosophy

Proper grooming must be taught along with other rules of manners and morals.  The Christian home should emphasize modesty in dress, hairstyles, and general grooming.  The EL Christian Studies dress and grooming guidelines try to encourage its students to think and act like Christian ladies and gentlemen.  It serves to give the student a distinctive appearance, encouraging Christian behavior and promoting school pride.  It seeks to create an atmosphere conducive to learning.

1. Our dress should reflect our Christian walk.  Clothes are a badge by which we communicate.     

2. There should always be cleanliness, neatness, and modesty.

3. Our dress should reflect our message.  I Peter 2:11-12.  The testimony of our Lord Jesus Christ is      extremely important and in the eyes of the world, Christians are expected to live by a higher standard.
4. Our dress should maintain the distinction between the sexes.  I Corinthians 6:9-10

Boys and Girls

All outerwear must be consistent with the above guidelines.  Hats and sunglasses are not to be worn inside the building unless they are used with a class activity.  Any wording on clothing must be consistent with the school’s philosophy.   Students are expected to follow dress guidelines at all school activities.  Questionable clothing and other dress code matters will be handled at the discretion of the administrators.  Any student in violation of the dress code will be sent home or held out of class, or excluded from an extra curricular activity until the code violation is corrected. As new clothing styles develop, they will be evaluated with the guidelines of modesty and appropriateness in view.  

Summer apparel guidelines for April 15 through October 15

1. All summer apparel worn to school should be modest.  The thigh or upper leg should not show     when standing or sitting.   Loose would be a good adjective to describe modest shorts.  Shorts worn rolled up are probably too short.  For students in grades 5-12 shorts are to be no more than 6 inches from the floor in a kneeling position.  

2. No frayed clothing is permitted.

3. Shirts should be appropriate in length and have sleeves.  No midriff should show at any time.

4. Clothing should be conducive to the educational process.

5. During April and May in many cases, last year’s summer clothing is too small and therefore 
inappropriate.

6. Any questions regarding what is appropriate should be directed to the Headmaster
FIELD TRIPS

Classes may take field trips to places of interest that will contribute to their education.  These trips are a vital part in the pupil’s education and part of the curriculum.  Teachers will make transportation arrangements and share trip details with parents prior to any school outing.  Before any student participates, his/her parent must submit a signed permission slip.  While on field trips, parents, drivers, and chaperones must observe all school rules.  Field Trip Guidelines must be signed by each parent and/or chaperone.  Parents or chaperones not following the guidelines will not be permitted to participate in field trips for the remainder of the school year and possibly the next.  Drivers must sign a form verifying that they have accident insurance.  In the event that a private bus is used, the driver must have a C.D.L. endorsement with bus driving experience.

SPORTS ACTIVITIES

Sports are considered a vital asset to the well being of the student.  Students can learn the importance of fellowship and good sportsmanship with other students.  We encourage students to participate, but feel academic achievement must have priority.  One-half day’s attendance is mandatory to participate in a sports event after school.  Anyone habitually absent the day after an event must have a conference with the high school principal to determine any disciplinary action.  Drivers must sign a school form verifying that they have accident insurance.

RECESS POLICY

Whenever the temperature is 32 degrees F or above and weather conditions permit, elementary students will go outside for recess.  Students are required to have appropriate winter attire – coats, hats, and gloves.

VISITING THE SCHOOL

Parents are invited to visit the school.  When visiting the school for any reason, please come to the office first to receive a visitor’s sticker.  Do not go directly to the classrooms.  

Lunches, homework, books, etc. may not be delivered to the students.  However, these may be left at the office and in turn they will be delivered to the child.

Visitors are asked to refrain from parking automobiles in such a manner as to restrict the flow of traffic and to use specified parking areas.  Do not park in front of the main building, in the driveway, or on the golf course lawn.  Visitors are also asked to refrain from smoking when in or about the Christian School.  All parents are asked to abide by the dress code of the students in grades 5-12 when visiting the school.  

LOCKERS AND DESKS

The EL Christian Studies will assign lockers to students in grades 5-12 and desks for students in grades 1-4 on a yearly basis.  These lockers and desks belong to EL Christian Studies and as such the school reserves the right to inspect the contents of these lockers and desks or any other item such as a book bag that is left in close proximity to the school lockers and desks.

POLICY OF SEARCH AND SEIZURE

Should probable cause exist, EL Christian Studies reserves the right to request any student to empty the contents of his/her pocket, purse, book bag, or the like.  In the event that this request is not honored, the student will remain in the office until his/her parents or legal guardian can be contacted.  At this point, refusal to honor said request may subject student to expulsion from the school.

TUTORING

If parents desire to employ a teacher for tutoring purposes the parent is encouraged to counsel with the administrator.  If tutoring is obtained for the purpose of receiving a high school credit, that tutoring must be pre-approved by the principal.  

TELEPHONING PRIVATE HOMES

Parents and students shall not call the teachers or the administrators on the telephone at their homes except in emergencies (pupils forgetting homework assignments is not an emergency).

PLAYGROUND RULES

1. Stay away from all cars in the parking lot.

2. Do not kick, hit or throw balls toward the buildings or the cars.

3. No hardballs permitted at any time.

4. Students are to stay off the road.

5. No wrestling, boxing, fighting, or rough games permitted.

6. Students are not to interfere with games being played.

7. Students are not permitted to throw snowballs.

8. Students are not to climb or go over the fence.

9. Students must use the slide in the appropriate sitting position and not climb up.

10. Students are not to pick up or throw stones.

CHANGE OF ADDRESS

Please inform the office if you have changed your address or telephone number.  This will help in addressing mail and in case of an emergency.

IMMUNIZATIONS

The Ohio Department of Health has established the following minimum immunization requirements for school admittance:

· 5 doses of DPT Vaccine

· 4 doses of Polio Vaccine

· 2 doses of live Measles, Mumps, and Rubella Vaccine which must have been received on or after 
the first birthday

· 3 doses of Hepatitis B Vaccine

· 3 or 4 doses of Hib depending on the vaccine type and the age when the child began the first dose 
of Hib.  1 dose if given on or after 15 months of age.

· 1 dose of Varicella Vaccine (kindergarten applicants only)

DISPENSING MEDICATION

The teachers at EL Christian Studies are not qualified to dispense medication to the students.  If the child is in need of medication he or she should be kept home until fully recovered from any illness.  Special cases of chronic affliction in which the child has been trained to take specific doses without assistance of the teacher shall be granted provided the parent shall have consulted with the administrator before registration procedures are completed.  Should it be necessary for the health care coordinator to dispense medication, prescription or over-the-counter, Ohio Law mandates that she must first have written authorization from both the child’s physician and parent.  These forms can be obtained in the office.

DRIVING PRIVILEGES

Students holding a valid driver’s license will be permitted to drive to and from school as long as they adhere to the following guidelines:

1. Obey all traffic laws.

2. Enter and exit the school parking lot at a slow rate of speed (5 mph).

3. Avoid reckless operation.

4. Park in the area designated for student drivers.

5. Keep away from all parked cars during the course of the school day.

DRIVING CONSEQUENCES

In the event that a driver of a vehicle, while on school property, violates any of the driving guidelines, the consequences will be as follows:

· 1st incident
A written warning

· 2nd incident
Loss of driving privileges for one month and a $50 fine*

· 3rd incident
Loss of driving privileges for the remainder of the year

*All fines must be paid to ELCS before driving privileges may be reinstated.  These fines will benefit the Jane Hammond Scholarship Fund.

STORMS, DISASTERS, CANCELLATIONS AND DELAYS

At times of emergencies such as storms, disasters, power failure, water shortages, lockdown,  etc. which are sufficiently severe to require cancellation of classes, The EL Christian Studies will notify parents by announcements on the radio and other methods employed by the public schools to notify their constituency.  The stations to listen to are WOHI 1490 AM in East Liverpool, WKBN TV 27 and WFMJ  TV 21 in Youngstown, and in Steubenville WTOV TV 9.  Morning preschool will be cancelled in the event of a 2-hour delay.  You may also obtain this information on our website at www.elchristian.org.
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The school board reserves the right to change any policies in this handbook at anytime

during the year after reasonable notice to the parents.

BEHAVIOR MANAGEMENT/DISCIPLINE

(A)
A preschool staff member in charge of a child or a group of children shall be responsible for their discipline.

(B)
The center shall have a written discipline policy describing the center's philosophy of discipline and the specific methods of discipline used at the center. This written policy shall be on file at the center for review. Constructive, developmentally appropriate child guidance and management techniques are to be used at all times and shall include such measures as redirection, separation from problem situations, talking with the child about the situation and praise for appropriate behavior.

(C)
The center's actual methods of discipline shall apply to all persons on the premises and shall be restricted as follows:

(l)

There shall be no cruel, harsh, corporal punishment or any unusual punishments such as, but not limited to, punching, pinching, shaking, spanking or biting.

(2)

No discipline shall be delegated to any other child.

(3)
No physical restraints shall be used to confine a child by any means other than holding a child for a short period of time, such as in a protective hug, so the child may regain control.

(4)

No child shall be placed in a locked room or confined in an enclosed area such as a closet, a box

          
or as similar cubicle. 

(5)

No child shall be subjected to profane language, threats, derogatory remarks about himself or his family or other verbal abuse.

(6)

Discipline shall not be imposed on a child for failure to eat, failure to sleep, or for toileting   accidents.

    Techniques of discipline shall not humiliate, shame or frighten a child.

     Discipline shall not include withholding food, rest or toilet use.

    Separation, when used as discipline shall be brief in duration and appropriate to the child's age and  

    developmental ability and the child shall be within sight and hearing of a preschool staff member in

            a safe, lighted and well-ventilated space.

(10)
  The center shall not abuse or neglect children and shall protect children from abuse and neglect

            while in attendance in the preschool program.

(D)
The parent of a child enrolled in a center shall receive the center's written discipline policy.

(E)
All preschool staff members shall receive a copy of the center's discipline policy for review upon employment.

MANAGEMENT OF COMMUNICABLE DISEASE

(A)
A person trained to recognize the common signs of communicable disease or other illness shall observe each child daily as he enters a group. A "person trained to recognize the common signs of communicable disease" means any person trained in prevention, recognition and management of communicable diseases as required by paragraph (D) of Rule 3301-37-07 of the Administrative Code.

(B)
The following precautions shall be taken for children suspected of having a communicable disease:

   (1)
  The program shall immediately notify the parent or guardian of the child's condition when a child 

                   has been observed with signs or symptoms of illness.

(2)
A child with any of the following signs or symptoms of illness shall be immediately isolated and discharged to his parent or guardian:

(a)   Diarrhea (more than one abnormally loose stool within a twenty-four-hour period); 

(b)   Severe coughing, causing the child to become red or blue in the face or to make a whooping sound;

(c)
Difficult or rapid breathing;

(d)
Yellowish skin or eyes;

(e)   Conjunctivitis;

   (f)
Temperature of one hundred degrees Fahrenheit taken under the arm when in combination with other signs of illness;

                 (g)   Untreated infected skin patch(es);

(h)
Unusually dark urine and/or gray or white stool;

(i)
Stiff neck; or

                 (j)    Evidence of lice, scabies or other parasitic infestation.

(3)
A child with any of the following signs or symptoms of illness shall be immediately isolated from other children. Decisions regarding whether the child should be discharged immediately or at some other time during the day shall be determined by the director and the parent or guardian. The child, while isolated at the program, shall be carefully watched for symptoms listed in paragraph (B)(2) of this Rule as well as the following:

(a)
Unusual spots or rashes;

(b)
Sore throat or difficulty in swallowing;

                 (c)    Elevated temperature;

                 (d)   Vomiting.

(4)
Programs shall follow the Department of Health "child day care communicable disease chart" for appropriate management of suspected illnesses.

                 A child isolated due to suspected communicable disease shall be:

                 (a)    Cared for in a room or portion of a room not being used in the preschool program;

(b)    Within sight and hearing of an adult at all times. No child shall ever be left alone or unsupervised;

                  (c)
 Made comfortable and provided with a cot. All linens and blankets used by the ill child shall  be 

                         laundered before being used by another child. After use, the cots shall be disinfected with an  

                         appropriate germicidal agent, or, if soiled with blood, feces, vomitus or other body fluids, the 

                         cots shall be cleaned with soap and water and then disinfected with an appropriate germicidal agent;

(d)
Observed carefully for worsening condition; and

(e)
Discharged to parent, guardian, or person designated by the parent or guardian as soon as practical.

(C)
Each program shall have a written policy concerning the management of communicable disease. The policy shall include, at a minimum:

(1)
The program's means of training all preschool staff in signs and symptoms of illness and in hand washing and disinfections procedures;

(2)
Procedures for isolating and discharging an ill child and policy for readmitting such child;

(3)
Procedures for notifying the parent or guardian immediately when a child is exhibiting signs or symptoms of illness or has been exposed to a communicable disease; and

(4)
Procedures regarding the care of a mildly ill child. "Mildly ill child" means a child who is experiencing minor common cold symptoms, but who is not exhibiting any of the symptoms specified in paragraph (B) of this Rule or a child who does not feel well enough to participate in activities, but who is not exhibiting any of the symptoms specified in paragraph (B) of this Rule.

(5)
Procedures for notifying all parents of enrolled children when children are exposed to a diagnosed communicable disease such as pink eye, ringworm, chicken pox or lice.
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
