Welcome to Art & Media Class.  Our theme for Art & Meida is

"Create In Me…Create Through Me."
God is the Ultimate Creator – He created us each uniquely and gave us different talents.  He wants to create in us a clean heart that chooses right and serves Him, and He wants to create through us as we use the abilities He has given us.  

As we explore different aspects of art and media this year we will work to do two things:  

1.  See things from a different perspective – one that pays attention to detail, just 
     like our Creator does – look at the detail He put into each one of us!

2.  Use our God-given abilities to create unique works of our own.  Because you 
     are a unique work of art, you should never feel that your art is "bad" or "not as 
     good" as someone else – it is yours!  That's what makes it special.  The only 
     "bad" art is when you don't give it your best!

Although I already have many of the supplies that we will need this year, you will be required to provide some of the items yourself.  Below is a list of the supplies you will need to purchase this year.  You do not need all of them at once, but there are a couple you will need to start the year, which are specifically marked.  
· $20 fee for developing pictures for portfolio throughout the year & for a few other supplies that must be specially purchased for projects, including macramé  yarn, latch hook kit, plexiglass for  puppets, nails for nail art & wood for nail art and tole painting, etc. – due 9/30/10
· Sketch Book – due 9/01/10   (approx $3.50)
· watercolor set – due 9/30/10   ($1 or $2)
· 12x12 memory book (scrapbook) and 2 sets extra pages – due  9/10/10
(get this at Big Lots or Ollies – they are under $10 and extra pages are approx $3 each)
· 1 pkg 12x12 scrapbook paper (either plain colors or designed is fine - often available at Big Lots or 50% off at Joann's) 
· Young Artist Triangle Handle Brush Set – due 9/30/10  (approx $3)
This may seem like a lot, but we will be making some really great projects, and you will have the instructions on how to teach others to make them in the future.
We will be taking one field trip (for sure) this year, with the possibility of another added at a later time.  The fall field trip is to Randy’s Raisings, where we will be learning various aspects of picture taking & digital photography, along with sketching nature/landscapes.  The cost of that field trip will be $8.00 where we will follow the corn maze, by choosing answers to questions about digital photography.  This price also includes pizza for lunch.
The best part about this art class is THERE ARE NO TESTS!!!!  However, each project will be worth a test grade – 200 points.  If I believe you have done your best and your project is turned in on time, you will receive the whole 200 points.  If you have just "thrown it together", do not follow directions in completing the project, waste “in class” project time, or turn it in partially completed, points will be deducted.  Also, there will be 10 points deducted for each day that the project is late.   After 5 days late the grade becomes a 0.
Besides each main project, you will be required to turn in your sketch book each Friday with the assigned project completed.  This is worth 100 points per week. 

Supply due dates are important so that we can start projects on time.  Because of this, due dates will also be worth 100 points per item due on that date.  For each day you are late, 10 points will be deducted.   After 5 days late the grade becomes a 0.
You will have a midterm and final project due which will be worth the same as a midterm or final test in other classes (1/7 of your semester grade).  

For the midterm – you will be allowed to choose a project from a list of approved ones that we will do during 1st semester.  You will have to design and complete the project yourself.   Your grade will be determined by level of difficulty and correctness of the completion of the project. 

Your final project will be your memory book portfolio which will include pictures, a supply list, and directions for each of the projects we have completed throughout the year, as well as a vocabulary list inserted into the portfolio.  I hope this will be a book you can enjoy for years to come!

I want to make this a fun class, so the rules are simple:
· FOLLOW DIRECTIONS & USE MANNERS WITH THE TEACHER & YOUR PEERS

· USE THE SUPPLIES IN THE MANNER FOR WHICH THEY WERE INTENDED AND CLEAN UP ALL SUPPLIES YOU USED AT THE END OF CLASS
· BE AN ENCOURAGER OF THE WORK THAT OTHERS DO (NOT CRITICAL)
· BE CREATIVE
