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Welcome!

This course will be focused on relationships (the students relationship with God, friends, family, and significant others) and leadership according to Biblical standards.  Students will discuss topics with open minds and will be required to provide the Biblical support for their belief.  Friday’s will be an opportunity for students to “facilitate the debate” on topics they find interesting.  We will take these topics and debate the issue from Biblical and non-Biblical standpoints.  Students will then be asked to conclude for themselves their decision on the topic at hand.  In addition, we will be discussing the role of money-management, personal health, and other topics in relation to our standing with God.

Students are expected to read and reflect on assigned material, complete assignments neatly and on time and come to class prepared; a Bible, pencil/pen, paper and the book in discussion.

General Rules for Mrs. Mayer’s Classroom:

· Every 3 missed homework assignments will result in a demerit
