Welcome to Eng. 301, a study of American Literature and composition.  

We will start off the year with a writing workshop.  You will be reviewing the different types of sentence variety that we studied last year, incorporating that writing in your essays.  Expect your essays to be longer this year; no more one page papers.  Among the types of papers you will be doing are narratives, informative papers, persuasive essays, and critiques of short stories and books.  

We will also review the different ways of writing introductory paragraphs.

We will continue vocabulary lessons, at least first semester, again using those words in your essays so that they become a familiar part of your own vocabulary.

In regard to Literature, we will be reading either The Great Gatsby,  The Scarlet Letter, or Huckleberry Finn. Or all three (.  That’s what we did last year..

You may also be required to read a book by an American author  outside of class each semester. An essay or oral report will follow.

Further, we will study American poets, short stories, and speeches/essays written throughout American History.

Finally, you will be writing a 4-8 page research paper based on an event in American History, for which you will also do a class presentation.

Supplies you will need for class include a three-pronged folder with pockets, a thesaurus to use at home, note cards and a box to contain them.

All school rules apply to this class. You may bring bottled water only (no flavored water).  I do NOT give extra credit assignments to boost your grade.  At the end of the nine weeks, you receive what you have earned.  So, “study, to show thyself approved.”

We’re going to have a great year as we continue to “live above the line.”  So get ready to move some mountains as we grow in knowledge and God’s grace.
