Political structure is an integral part of our nation’s and of the world’s history. Our nation was founded by Bible believing 
Christian  men and its founding documents reflect that belief. Because of sin, man often misuses political power. God’s order is 
that governments should search for peaceful relations, and treat all of its citizens fairly. By studying our nations founding 
documents and political structure, we will learn how man’s struggles and God’s redemptive power go hand in hand. 
Understanding and loyalty to our Constitution and to God will also be emphasized in this course. We will also focus on comparing 
and contrasting our governmental structure to other government structures from around the world. Studying other governmental

structures will help us understand world political history and the decisions made by our own government in the last 200+ years.
What is sovereignty? What is communism? How, where and when do you vote? What are checks and balances? What is the 

division of powers? These and other important questions will be explored in U.S. Government.
