Purpose:

     The purpose of the Succeeding with Technology 2 class is to build upon the learning that occurred in our Succeeding with Technology 1 class, giving students a deeper understanding of the technologies that are permeating our world today.  Students  in Succeeding with Tech 2 have completed the first half of our text and  will further their knowledge of tech terms, research additional up and coming technology, identify computer related fields in the job market, and understand the practical everyday home, school and business uses of these technologies
     As pointed out in our Succeeding with Tech 1 class, the text we are using is actually a college level book and would probably be taught in a fast paced 3-hour, 1-semester course at a university.  However we will be slowing this down, adding many hands-on sessions and working to complete the second part of this text.  

     Additionally, we plan to utilize some of the software we discussed last year to create several projects/presentations throughout the year.  This means that we will briefly deviate from our text at times to be given instruction on the software, which will then be required to complete an assigned project related to the chapter we are discussing.     
     During this second year, the topics will be as follows:

· Chapter 6 – Digital Media for Work and Leisure 
· Chapter 7 – Database Systems
· Chapter 8 – E-Commerce
· Chapter 9 – Information, Decision Support, and Special-Purpose Systems
· Chapter 10 – Systems Development
· Chapter 11 – Computer Crime and Information Security
· Chapter 12 – Digital Society, Ethics and Globalization
Supplies:

     For this class you will need a 1” three-ring binder, a package of divider tabs for the binder, a zipper pencil case that is punched and in binder, a flash drive (jump drive), as well as general supplies such as paper and pencils/pens.
Grading: 

     Throughout each chapter, you will be required to keep a vocabulary notebook.  Since this is a computer class, my preference is that you type your notebook as we go over the information in class.  However, if you are more comfortable writing it out, you are welcome to use filler paper and include the notes in your notebook.  There will be checks of your notebook at the end of each chapter and each time it will be for a homework grade.
     There will be quizzes and tests throughout each chapter that will also be registered as grades – tests counting as a double grade.  Additionally, at some point during each chapter you will have to research and present information on a given technology topic, or you will be required to compare/contrast information from multiple sources.  If you are required to present, you will receive one grade for the actual prepared research and a separate grade for your presentation.  These presentations will be more in depth than the first year Succeeding with Tech class and some will require multimedia presentations.  The compare/contrast projects may be either a homework or test grade depending upon the extensiveness of the assignment.  Please remember when turning in these assignments, our standard heading is to be added (including your name, the class name and the date).
     The midterm test will be over all material covered up to that point and the final will be over material covered the second half of the year.  Please remember that these are 1/7 of your semester grade.
     Finally, please understand that I do not give participation grades in this class.  

You will receive many other grades during each nine week term from your notebooks, research and presentations, plus quizzes and tests.  Assignments turned in late will be counted 10 points off for each day past the due date so punctuality will make a huge difference in your grade.  Assignments will be accepted up to 5 days late.  After that time the grade will become a “0”.  Unless otherwise instructed, all assignments are due at the beginning of the class on the assigned day.  Assignments will be posted on DynaCal which is linked to our school website.
